Welcome back! As you continue your study of French this year keep in mind that you are learning a language used by over 200 million people in more than 50 countries around the world. French is a language for international communication, culture, diplomacy, science, research and business. It also improves test scores and reinforces English skills.

Standards for Minnesota World Languages:

All activities done in this class are centered around five interrelated goals for language learning: 

1. Communicating in a language other than English

2. Gaining knowledge and understanding of other cultures

3. Connecting with other disciplines and acquiring information

4. Developing insight in the nature of language and culture 

5. Participating in multilingual communities at home and around the world

Activities: Work in this class comes in many forms, which include teacher-led activities, role-plays, partner activities, independent work time, games, songs, worksheets, quizzes, tests and projects. ALL activities are important to develop the skill of reading, writing, listening, and speaking and class participation is EXTREMELY IMPORTANT!!

Materials Needed: Students will be provided with a textbook and workbook from the Glencoe series Bon Voyage. It is expected that the book and textbook be brought to class every day. Other materials needed every day are a pen and/or pencil and a notebook. 

Grading: Grades are weighted as follows:



Tests-30%



Quizzes-20%



Daily Work/Homework-40%



Projects-10%

Late Work: Credit for make-up work is defined in the PRBHS Student Handbook. “It is the responsibility of the student to make up work missed. When a student has been absent for a legitimate reason, the number of days given to complete and receive credit for the work will be equivalent to the number of days classmates had to complete the assignment. Students should be prepared to take tests on the day returning to school if the test was announced previously or absence was for one day. Students must obtain a make-up slip in the office prior to a planned absence. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain assignments to be completed.”

For Parents:

Foreign language study provides many benefits for students in addition to the ability to communicate in another language. Students who study another language improve their first language skills. They become more aware of the world around them and they learn to appreciate diversity. 

You can help your child be successful in his or her study of French even if you are not familiar with the language. Here are a few suggestions to help you help your child practice the material they will be learning.

-Encourage your child to keep vocabulary flashcards. Your child can write the French vocabulary word on the front and draw a picture or symbol to represent the meaning on the back. This will eventually encourage your child to think in French instead of translating all of his or her thoughts to English. 

-Look for French on every day things you can find at home. Because of our trade relationship with Canada, many household items have both French and English on them including personal care items, kleenex, candles, electronics and food items. Students can bring in these items for extra credit!

-Periodically ask your child to tell you some words or phrases he/she is learning in class!
